Harmony Way to R on Golfmoor
Golfmoor to Wessel Lane
Wessel Lane to L on Maryland
Maryland to R on Wabash
Wabash to L on Delaware
Delaware to Columbia
Columbia to L on Fulton
Fulton to R on Ulhorn Street
Ulhorn to L onto the Pigeon Creek Greenway
Pigeon Creek Greenway into Garvin Park
Garvin Park to R on Herndon
Herndon into Park, L around large Loop
Loop Bosse Field to R on Morgan Avenue
Morgan Avenue to L on Main Street
Main Street to R on Vine
Vine to L on Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd.
Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd. to R on Main Street Walkway
Main Street Walkway to L on 3rd Street
3rd to L on Mulberry (Bellemeade)
Bellemeade to R on Morton Avenue
Morton Avenue to L on Bayard Park Drive
Bayard Park Drive to R on Bedford 
Bedford to L on Powell
Powell to R on Kentucky Avenue
Kentucky to L on Madison Avenue
Madison to R on Parkside Drive
Parkside Drive to R on Taylor Avenue
Taylor Avenue to L on Kentucky Avenue
Kentucky Avenue to R on Riverside
Riverside to L on Adams (Shawnee)
Adams to R onto the Pigeon Creek Greenway
Greenway to L onto the Esplanade (Veteran’s Memorial)
Esplanade to the Finish Line



Mile Markers

1. At the intersection of Barker and Mt. Vernon Avenue in front of Don’s Cleaners.

2. On Golfmoor, 150 feet shy of Lakeview Blvd. Across from #5 Tee Box on Golf Course.

3. On Maryland, one block before Wabash at Buchanan Road.

4. On Fulton, 1.5 blocks off Columbia.

5. On the Greenway, just past the overpass.

6.  In Garvin Park near the Bridge Walkway.

7. At the Knotty Pine Restaurant Driveway.

8. On Main Street, 50 feet before 4th Street.

9. On Bellemeade, 100 feet before Governor.

10. At the intersectionn of Washington and Kentucky Avenue.

11. At the intersection of Riverside and Bedford.

12. On Riverside at First Street, in front of Gold House (1414).

13. On Veterans Memorial Parkway, near flags.
